The AA offers the five-year course in
architecture recognised by the RIBA
(Royal Institute of British Architects) and
the ARB (Architects Registration Board).
The AA Intermediate Examination (RIBA/
ARB Part 1) and the AA Final Examination
(RIBA/ARB Part 2) are the qualifications
recognised under the European Union
(Annex V of the Mutual Recognition of
Professional Qualifications Directive,
2005/36/EC). At the completion of Fifth
Year the AA also offers its own highly
regarded AA Diploma, which is
comparable to a UK higher degree.

The decision regarding year of entry
offered is made by the AA interview
panel. Students who have already gained
a first degree, or its equivalent overseas,
will NOT have automatic entry to Diploma
School, and in some circumstances may
be offered a place in a lower year if this

is felt to be more suitable. Applicants
wishing to enter the Diploma School to
gain the AA Final Examination RIBA/ARB
Part 2 (of the professional qualification)
must have the AA Intermediate
Examination RIBA/ARB Part 1 or have
gained exemption from RIBA/ARB Part 1.
This can be gained either by successfully
completing Third Year at the AA (after three
terms as a full-time student), or by applying
directly to the ARB for Part 1 exemption
(www.arb.org.uk). Part 1 must be gained
by 13 July prior to entry to the School.

Entrance requirements

The minimum academic requirements for
students entering the First Year of the
course are two passes (grade C or above)
at A level with at least five passes (grade
C or above) in other subjects at GCSE.

If one A level is in an art/design subject,

it must be accompanied by at least one
non-art/design subject. Maths and a
Science subject, together with English
Language, are compulsory at least at
GCSE level. The AA Foundation Course
is recognised by the RIBA as the
equivalent of an Art A level. Therefore the
minimum entry requirements for students
entering the Foundation Course are as
above for GCSE level, but only one A level
pass (grade C or above) in a non-art/
design subject is required, although two
A level passes are preferred. Foundations
in art and design must be accompanied
by one A level (or equivalent) in a non-art/
design subject.

Applicants for Fourth Year who have
studied for Part 1 in the UK (or countries
using the same grading system) must
have gained at least a 2:2 in their Degree.

Overseas applicants are required to
have the recognised equivalent to the
above entry requirements, such as

the International Baccalaureate, Abitur,
etc., plus the required English Language
qualification.
